• Students related to any current Officer or Director of the AZ ACFE or the AZ ACFE Scholarship 

Committee 

• Students related to any current Officer or Director of the National ACFE; the National ACFE 

Foundation; or to any member of the National ACFE Foundation Scholarship Committee.
